Troop 475 Camping Gear

REQUIRED:

Personal Tent with ground tarp (coleman ‘bathtub bottom’ preferred), Sleeping Pad & Pillow

Gear Bag (Backpack, Knapsack / Sports Bag, etc.) for clothing & accessories

Sleeping bag (3 season, 30 – 45 degree) with stuff sack or straps (trash bags are NOT stuff sacks)

Standard Flashlight (D-Cell or Dry Cell, NO fluorescent, flashing, etc. with Spare Batteries)

Mess Kit (stainless steel is best)

Silverware Kit (knife, fork, spoon), stainless steel is best

Clothing:

TWO (2) PAIR CLOSED TOED shoes

1 EACH: Class A Uniform AND Class B Uniform

Change of clothes for the number of NIGHTS plus 1

i.e. A Friday through Sunday Campout is 2 nights, so, 2 + 1 = 3 sets

Socks, Underwear, liners, etc. (Undergarments should be polypropylene or polyester)
Pants (during November – February at LEAST 1 PAIR LONG pants)

Shirts (during November – February at LEAST 1 long sleeved shirt)

Rain Poncho or Rain Suit (no plastic bags or ‘temporary / emergency’ style) NO UMBRELLAS

Cap / Hat with Flexible Brim (keep ears covered too)
Toothpaste, toothbrush, dental floss, soap, hair brush / comb, washcloth, towel

Personal First Aid Kit (see Scout Handbook for contents) 
Gold Bond Powder, Personal Toilet Paper

Cup – Steel or heavy plastic (non-disposable) with large biner clip

Jacket, Fleece, Windbreaker, etc. (during November – February & make sure it has a hood)

Canteen or water bottle with strap / carrying case PLUS 1 GALLON of water per day

Compass, Whistle & Mirror (small)

Duct tape, Rope (3 foot minimum, diamond braid nylon)

Scout Book (inside a Ziploc baggie).

Three (3) One Gallon Ziploc baggies

Heavy Duty (3 mil) plastic trash bag

SEASONAL REQUIRED:

Lip Balm, Sunscreen & Sun Glasses

Bug Spray / Mosquito repellant

Additional warm clothing (layers, gloves, hat, sweatshirt)

Swim Suit & closed toe water shoes (crocs, etc.)
OPTIONAL:

Pocket Knife (ONLY if earned totin chip)

Flint or Matches (ONLY if earned fireman chit)

Reading book, notebook, pen, pencil, cards & non-electronic travel games

Camera, film, watch, musical instrument

Portable folding chair with carrying case
